On the same day Maria Fahey  (Premier Women) scored 111 in a losing effort 
against East Shirley.   Mitch Rodden  scored a fine 102 on debut for 2B that saw a last ball two-day victory against Burnside.  Andrew Ellis  
(Premier Men) began a rich vein of form with a 100 against Burnside to help secure first innings points.  Frances Mackay  (Premier Women) 
was in a hurry and scored 88 in a 20/20 victory over St Albans.

2b Match Report 
Into the Lions Den: 2B Semi-Final vs. Burnside  
 
On Sunday January 24th 2B contested the semi-finals of the one-day competition at the home ground of top qualifier and defending one day 
champions Burnside.  Surprisingly 2B were our only morning grade team to reach that stage of the competition. 
 
Suffering losses in our first two one-day games the one-day component of our season had almost passed us by.  Our aspirations for mak-
ing the playoffs were quickly disappearing.  Thankfully we were able to quickly bounce back.   Despite struggling for player depth before 
Christmas, under the captaincy of Stephen McKenzie  we successfully turned our fortunes around. 
 
After the completion of the round robin phase we qualified fourth, yet had the same points as the top qualifier Burnside.  In fact the fifth and 
sixth placed teams were only one win outside the top four.   It was a tight competition that gave most teams an opportunity of realistically 
progressing and competing for the championship. 
 
The day prior to the semi-final all club cricket was cancelled due to wet weather.  We were concerned we would not have the opportunity to 
take the field and compete for our chance to make the final.  If we didn’t play we would drop out of the competition. 
 
We entered the semi-final without three of our game breaker.  Stephen McKenzie , Dayne Gardner  and Mitchell Tabb  were all ruled out 
for various reasons.   We were fortunate that post Christmas a number of new faces appeared, fresh out of school, giving us confidence in 
our ability to take on Burnside. 
 
Despite extreme reluctance from a number of the opposition not wanting to play the game eventually started after a 1 ½ hour delay.  This 
resulted in the overs being reduced to 45 per side.  Both captains commented that for playoff games umpire/s are necessities, a luxury we 
unfortunately don’t have.  This would have easily resolved all the pre match will we play/I don’t want to play scenario, amongst other issues. 
 
In overcast and slightly damp conditions upon winning the toss we inserted Burnside into bat.  We gave an extremely professional account 
of ourselves rolling a vastly experienced and top rate Burnside team for 134 in the 35th over.  Excellent catching was a real highlight and 
saw beauties taken by Josh Maloney and Shane Keenan .  We took all bar one chance offered to us and backed up our bowlers expertly, 
where the wickets were shared around by:  Josh Maloney  9 overs 2 for 30, Sam Baker  5 overs 3 for 27, Nick Kyle  8 overs 3 for 25 and 
Aaron Reid  3.1 overs 2 for 10. 
 
Nick Kyle  was easily the pick of the bowlers, he was superb.   On numerous occasions he was unplayable where he bamboozled the op-
position bowling leg spin, using flight and turn to devastating effect.  It would be true to say that was the best I have seen him bowl and 
provided a number of comments at the end of the day from both teams in regards to the spell he held over all who witnessed his perform-
ance.  Nick unfortunately is not available for long periods during the season however the boys were all pleased when Nick on March 06th 
forced his way into the Premier Men’s team, were he took four first innings wickets. 
 
Stand in keeper Scott Duggan  (due to Stephen McKenzie’s unavailability) had just finished school-
ing at Shirley Boys.  We have been fortunate to have Scott keep for us on a handful of occasions.   
Scott’s performance was superb, he was immaculate and through his efficient display was another 
that provided positive comments from both camps.  It certainly was no surprise to those playing that 
day to see Scott make his Premier debut the following week. 
 
From the beginning Burnside bowled superbly and had us under the pump.  We needed to weather 
the initial onslaught and knew if we batted the overs we would win.  We couldn’t afford to lose quick 
early wickets, therefore giving our opposition a sniff.   Batting had been our achilles heel during the 
season and this unfortunately proved the case again.  We never recovered from the loss of a couple 
of early wickets.  Brian Butler  was caught superbly when hooking and Sam Betty  was run out by a 
foot.  Chris Duggan  was looking established (10 of 27 balls) until he played an extremely poor shot, 
followed by Dave McKenzie  for a golden duck.  Josh Bates  was looking assured at number 5 and 
scored a patient 13 which was our innings high but was offered no support and was last out.  Our 
reply was a dismal 46 off 21 overs.  Ouch that hurt! 
 
Our score was disappointing and embarrassing. We were simply outclassed.  The boys were defi-
nitely up for this game, yet as a squad we lacked the overall experience that our opposition had.  I 
could not fault the attitude or commitment of our guys and believe that the end result will only make 
us stronger.  The talent and future progression of these lads excites me, if the boys preserve and work hard the rewards will come. 
 
Footnote:   Burnside easily won the final, however where possible (for LPW) it’s always good to finish on a positive.   Burnside have had a 
bit of a hold over us the last couple of seasons, they were basically at a different stage of development to us.   It was getting to the stage 
for a number of the guys where playing them was probably more a mental issue than anything.  It was important that next time we met we 
needed to strive even harder to break the hold that we appeared to be under, we must get the monkey off our back. This season we had 
also lost to them quite easily in the one-day round robin match as well as the20/20. 
 
We had the opportunity to play Burnside three weeks after our semi-final defeat in a two-day game at Garrick Park.  In what was a total 
team effort everyone played a huge role, highlighted by two standout performances.  We not only secured first innings points chasing 231, 
we also won outright.  With two hundred overs of cricket the match came down to the very last ball with us scrambling two byes to clinch 
victory.  We ended 215/8 off 42 overs.  The two standout performances were Dayne Gardner’s  bowling in the first innings 20.1-6-61-8 and 
opener Mitch Rodden batting on debut for the team in the second innings, being seventh out for 102.  What a great win, a victory that will 
be cherished and talked about by those involved for years to come over some cold beers.   The monkey was finally lifted.

COACHING REPORT 
 
The season is now starting to draw to a close but there is still plenty of enthusiasm at practice sessions plus we have a number of our 
teams still in with chances to finish high in their respective leagues. The 3rd men have had a good season considering the number of 
players lost at the start of the season, and are still in with a chance to win their comp. The 2nd men have a mathematical chance as 
well but would need luck. The Presidents need another win to almost shut the gate on their opposition and take the title. The women 
narrowly lost the 20/20 final recently and played above themselves for the most part. The Men's 1st team have under-achieved to be 
honest but only a couple of vital catches in two of our finals cost us much better results so they have been competitive at least. 
 
The introduction of a number of younger players after Christmas has had a positive effect on all of us, in that we feel that we have 
some young talent to work with now. Even the old blokes have had a new lease of life at practice with the youngsters snapping at their 
heels in the fielding drills, I have to report though that the oldies in the teams wont be upstaged easily and competition in the 'youngees 
vs the oldees' games at practise have never been so intense! 
  
ARE FIRST CLASS BATSMEN BETTER? 
 
I would like to touch on another matter regarding cricket in general. I notice in a recent 1st class game involving Canterbury vs ND at 
Rangiora that there was almost 1300 runs scored in the 1st innings. Canterbury 500+ and ND 700+. This raises a couple of questions 
in my mind. Have the batsmen got suddenly better in later years? Are the wickets so much more flatter now? Is this trend of huge 
scores in our region really fair to all players in regards of obtaining top contracts with the province or are batsmen likely to get the top 
contracts because their averages will make much better reading than the bowlers? 
  
My thoughts on these points would be : NO, the batsmen are no better now than those of yester year, in fact, 
I believe the modern batsman is technically inferior than those in the past! Why?? simply because in days 
gone by the top order players had to adapt to all types of conditions all up and down the country, whether it 
be a turning track at Invercargill, to a green seamer in Wellington, a swing bowlers dream in Whangarei or a 
hard, bouncy deck here at Lancaster Park.  
 
Through science and technology, plus easier communications and instructions from NZC, all groundsmen are 
now singing from the same song sheet and are preparing flat batting wickets with hardly any spin, seam, 
bounce or anything else for that matter which may encourage bowlers of any type. I have been involved with 
our top players up until very recently so I feel that I am qualified to say that as soon as there is anything but a 
flat batting wicket the batsmen get very grumpy about it. I would like to see some of them facing Richard and 
Dale Hadlee, Dick Motz, Richard Collinge or Ewan Chatfield (to name a few) on a seaming wicket with some 
life in it! Or face Steven Boock, Hedley Howarth or Mark Priest on a turner!!  
 
The shame about the conformity of the wickets now is that it takes away the mystique of playing on different 
surfaces. A bloody pity in my book! I will concede that modern players are better 'ball hitters' now but this is 
due to being able to play almost everything off the front foot with the knowledge that the protective equipment now ensures that being 
hit by a fast ball is unlikely to hurt much, plus the bats are incredibly good now. How many players can play decently off the back foot 
these days? Very few, they don't need to, players now can confidently play hooks and pulls off the front foot. In the 'old days' this would 
have been a fast trip to the dentist! 
 
The question of contracts is a real one. I think the bowlers in Canterbury run the risk of losing money because of lesser contracts than 
they deserve, with the batsman getting the top positions because of batting friendly wickets which will encourage good statistics when 
playing half the games on these surfaces. I also question the bowlers here who are trying to put a reasonable CV together so as to gain 
employment overseas in County cricket in England or elsewhere, who may be overlooked because their stats are not good enough, 
through no fault of their own. Maybe food for thought? Thank goodness I played when the game was a little more fair for all participants 
than I believe is the case now.

premier men 
TURNING POINT? 
 
In recent seasons the Premier Men have achieved more success than any of their rival clubs in the shorter versions of the game – we have 
been Canterbury (2008) and New Zealand (2009) one-day champions and twice Twenty/20 finalists (2007 and 2009). 
 
But LPW have inexplicably struggled to match their opponents in two-day cricket. We picked up the wooden spoon in 2008-09 and were 
rapidly firming in favouritism to retain that unwanted piece of kitchenware this season. That was until the fifth round encounter with East-
Shirley, the Burwood-based blokes who are quite accustomed to finishing their summer campaigns with a well-stocked trophy cabinet. 
 
Winning in tight situations has been second nature to East, but was only a faint memory for most of the LPW lads. So when it came down 
to East needing 23 runs to win from four overs with four wickets in hand, the home supporters were clearly confident. 
 
LPW had dominated the match to that point, earning a lead of 46 runs after each side had batted 55 overs in their first innings and declar-
ing twice. Captain Keryn Ambler left East the task of scoring 216 runs for victory from 
what turned out to be 56 overs. 
 
Ryan McCone had bowled with fire throughout, while Marty Kain wheeled up more than 
20 consecutive overs of testing left-arm spin. But they were called upon to lift further as 
Easts middle-order batsmen Tim Muir and Jason Pawson threatened to steal the  points. 
 
Incredibly, within nine balls it was all over. East did not score another run. 
 
Muir was caught by Andrew Duncan off McCone; two balls later Jim Winstanley waited 
an eternity until a satellite launched from Pawson’s bat landed in his hands; Kain bowled 
Tim Johnston around his legs; and McCone threw down the stumps to run out Mark 
Vermeulen. 
 
The more statistically minded recalled it was LPW’s first two-day win for two years. Vic-
tory elevated Park from last to fifth on the championship table. 
 
Batting has clearly been our problem, as revealed by the averages calculated by scorer 
Terry Baines prior to the East match. Andrew Ellis was averaging 85 – and top scored 
again with 70 in this game – but no other specialist batsmen was averaging 20. 
 
That deficiency might not be repaired overnight. But the manner in which Ambler sized up his declaration options and how well coach Garry 
MacDonald and the players plotted to capture nine wickets after the tea break showed what can be done with self-belief and performance. 
 
First grade cricket probably seems all too easy for impressive rookie wicket-keeper Scott Duggan, who turned 18 only the previous day. He 
held a vital catch and made a swift stumping to ignite East’s second-innings slump. 
 
While young Duggan was signalling his arrival, our Nimibian professional Gerrie Snyman was playing his last full game before heading 
overseas. Gerrie left us with a few more examples of his power hitting and delivered a sharp new-ball spell. 
 
Amid the post-match jubilation in the dressing room there was a suggestion someone should compose a club victory song. Whether that 
occurs or not, the challenge is to kick on and prove that LPW are two-day contenders and not one-game wonders.
